Supervisors Report:

· Dave Loraine is still interested in selling his property to the Township, excluding the house and the garage.
Sam confirmed with the county, that the frontage was acceptable, which was a concern of Mr. Loraine’s. The price of the property will be negotiated.
There is a question if the pond is considered a wetland. We will need to hire a soil specialist to determine this. A well will also be needed.
· All Trustees were in agreement to sign the Engagement Letter with Dan, Snell & Taveirne.

· The Senior Transportation Agreement was signed.
· The Budgets were handed out for review. We will vote on them during our June meeting.
· The Health dept. is asking if we are interested in being involved with the Mosquito Plan, the board declines.
Road Commissioners Report 
· Dan purchased a trailer for the Mower.
· Dan is going to meet with the Mr. Anderson, our attorney, regarding a parking and weight limit ordinances for the block of Coventry. A homeowner is blocking the road and driving a heavy truck on it. This will need to be filed with the County in order for the Authorities to 
Re-enforce the signs.

· One homeowner called with concern about flooding on his driveway. Dan will look into a solution.
Assessors Report:
· There were 24 phone inquiries from appraisers and realtors; 6 calls from homeowners regarding their tax bills.
There were 33 email inquiries regarding various properties, mostly sales.

There were 7 permits; for remodels, reroofing, porches, and pools. 

There were 13 sales this month, included were two joint sales and one clean sale.
· A second California company requested the entire data base for marketing analysis.
· Pam Althoff has submitted a bill; that will force the tax payer to hire an attorney to represent them during the appeal process with the board of review. The Assessor’s Association wrote a letter against it. It is a huge cost to the tax payer and the attorney’s do not have the best interest of the tax payer. We are the only county who this bill doesn’t apply to. Jessica will keep us updated.
· Jessica and Alex have done some field work. There are 75 blank properties with some type of building on them, Jessica is working on this.
· Jessica has suggested that Sam contact Carol Sanders, with the county assessor’s office, to try and find a pin number for the Town Hall.
