· The Fish boil was a success.
· Richmond Township has provided the Inner governmental agreement budget with again no line item showing what they budgeted for. Sam is confident that the new Supervisor, Paul, will be more efficient. He will be meeting with him on Thursday. 
Road Commissioners Report
· Two trees went down; one on Zarnstorf and one on Linden. They were cleaned up right away.
· Dan assessed the flooding issue by resident Gritzuks property. Because of the pitch of the road, there is not much that can be done.
Assessors Report:
