Sam had issues purchasing other items for the township without a credit card as well. He would like to open a Debit card.

Trustee: John Flood made a motion for Sam to open a Debit card through the Spring Grove State bank account and was seconded by Trustee: Eileen Miller. Voice vote, all ayes, motion carried.

· Sam provided copies of the 2018 Road and Township Levies for review.

The Town will be asking for a 1.5 % increase in the amount of $14,534.00 and the Road a 2 % from the previous year in the amount of $ 226,364.00.

· Two of our General Assistant cases were accepted on Disability so the Township will be reimbursed the monies paid to them.

· Dan placed an order for 200 tons of salt for the winter.

· They have two trucks ready with the plows and spreader.

A new drop spreader was purchased for the #3 truck for $3,800.00.

· The sum of $29,000.00 will be paid to the County for repaving. The remaining costs will come from the MFT funds.

· A resident who lives off of River Road contacted Dan asking if the road dept. was responsible for maintaining River. Dan explained that the area she is referring to is her driveway, not the actual road.

McHelp was originally set up for High School students in crises so they could text for help. It has now expanded and offers more services. The 2 1 1 program has integrated with McHelp. This program offers help with prescriptions as well.
